JACK
No no, I don’t need any money. I 
was just wondering if maybe you 
could buy me some beer? I have 
money for it.

Lenny laughs.

LENNY
Ummm dude, I’m not old enough to 
buy beer.

Now it’s Jack that looks puzzled.

JACK
What? How old are you?

LENNY
17.

JACK
Me too. Wow, you totally look old 
enough.

LENNY
Well thanks I guess.

JACK
Have you ever tried?

LENNY
Tried what?

JACK
To buy beer. You could easily get 
away with it.
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LENNY
You think?

JACK
Yeah man.

LENNY
I guess I never even thought about 
it.

JACK
Well do you want to try?

LENNY
I don’t know...

JACK
What’s the worst that could happen? 
They say no. Big deal. I bet if you 
go in there and just act all mature 
you would be fine.
